I'm leaning more to lens flare due to the bright areas in the photograph.

Most spirits do not have the power or knowledge to manifest enough power
to appear in a photograph or EVP. And hopefully she crossed shortly after her passing, but you may
sense her from time to time just in the form of a warm feeling, a smell, a touch.
